Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, a or JTR C2204, C, 2, a - Transportation is provided under a bilateral/multilateral air transportation agreement to which the U.S. Government and the government of a foreign country are parties, and which the Department of Transportation has determined meets the requirements of the Fly America Act.  
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3.

NON SERVICE ON PART OF ROUTE

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, b or JTR C2204, C, 2, b - No U.S. flag air carrier provides service on a particular leg of the route, in which case foreign air carrier service may be used, but only to or from the nearest interchange point on a usually traveled route to connect with U.S. flag air carrier service.  
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3. 

STAR FFEX3
Involuntary reroute

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, c or JTR C2204, C, 2, c - A U.S. flag air carrier involuntarily reroutes a traveler’s travel on a foreign air carrier; (if the traveler is given a choice as to substitute service, a U.S. flag air carrier should be selected if it does not unduly delay the travel) (59 Comp. Gen. 223 (1980)).  
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3. 
STAR FFEX4
Double travel time

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, d or JTR C2204, C, 2, d - Foreign air carrier service would be three hours or less, and U.S. flag air carrier use would at least double en route travel time.  
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3.

Foreign payment

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, e or JTR C2204, C, 2, e - Air transportation on a foreign air carrier is paid in full directly, or later reimbursed, by a foreign government (e.g., under Foreign Military Sales (FMS) case funded with foreign customer cash or repayable foreign military finance credits), an international agency or other organization. (B-138942, 31 March 1981 and 57 Comp. Gen. 546 (1978)); NOTE: See Security Assistance Management Manual, Chapter 4, par. C4.5.12 of the DoD 5105.38-M, when travel is on Security Assistance Business.

STAR FFEX6
Nonstop Service Extended travel by 24 hours

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, f or JTR C2204, C, 2, f - If a U.S. flag air carrier offers nonstop/direct service (no aircraft change) from origin to destination, U.S. flag air carrier service must be used unless such use would extend travel time, including delay at origin, by 24 hours or more.

STAR FFEX7
Aircraft change more than 2x, extended travel by more than 6 hrs, connecting time more than 4 hrs

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, g or JTR C2204, C, 2, g - If a U.S. flag air carrier does not offer nonstop/direct service (no aircraft change) between origin and destination, U.S. flag air carrier must be used on every portion of the route where it provides service unless, when compared to using a foreign air carrier, such use would: 

(1) Increase the number of foreign OCONUS aircraft changes made by 2 or more; or 

(2) Extend travel time by at least 6 hours or more; or 

(3) Require a connecting time of 4 hours or more at a foreign OCONUS interchange point.

Cannot provide service/medical reasons

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, h or JTR C2204, C, 2, h - The AO determines that a U.S. flag air carrier cannot provide the needed air transportation, or cannot accomplish the mission.  

Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3. 

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, i or JTR C2204, C, 2, i - Foreign air carrier use is necessary for medical reasons, (including use to reduce the number of connections and possible delays when transporting persons needing medical treatment).
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3. 

STAR FFEX9
Unreasonable safety risk

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, j or JTR C2204, C, 2, j - Foreign air carrier use is required to avoid an unreasonable safety risk (e.g., terrorist threats). NOTE: Approval based on an unreasonable safety risk must be in writing on a case-by-case basis. Determination and authorization/approval of foreign air carrier use based on a threat against a U.S. flag air carrier must be supported by a travel advisory notice issued by the Federal Aviation Administration and the Department of State. Determination and authorization/approval of foreign air carrier use based on a threat against Government employees or other travelers must be supported by evidence of the threat(s) that forms the basis of the determination and authorization/approval.

Less than 1st class service available

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, k or JTR C2204, C, 2, k - Only first class accommodations can be furnished by a U.S. flag air carrier but less than first class accommodations are available on a foreign air carrier (60 Comp. Gen. 34 (1980)).
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3. 
STAR FFEX11
Delay in travel/travel between midnight and 6 AM

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, l or JTR C2204, C, 2, l - The total delay, including delay in initiation of travel from a TDY point, in en route travel and additional time at the TDY station before the traveler can proceed with assigned duties, involves more than 48 hours per diem costs in excess of per diem that would be incurred if non-certificated service was used (56 Comp. Gen. 216 (1977)).
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3. 
Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, m or JTR C2204, C, 2, m - The only U.S. flag air carrier service between foreign OCONUS points requires boarding/leaving the carrier between the hours of midnight and 6 a.m., or travel spanning those hours, and a non-certificated carrier is available which does not require travel at those hours (the traveler may travel by non-certificated carrier to the nearest practicable interchange point on a usually traveled route to connect with a U.S. flag air carrier) (56 Comp. Gen. 629 (1977)).
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3.

Payment by non federal source

Foreign flag air carrier service use is justified IAW JFTR U3125, C, 2, n or JTR C2204, C, 2, n - The traveler’s transportation is paid for in full by a non-Federal source in accordance with the Joint Ethics Regulation (JER), DoD 5500.7-R, at http://www.defenselink.mil/dodgc/defense_ethics/ethics_regulation/index.html or service regulations for non-DoD Services.
Maintain this document as a matter of record of U.S. flag air carrier service non-availability IAW JFTR U3125, C, 3 or JTR C2204, C, 3.
